
To pass this award you must be able to: 
 
1. Mount from a leg up. 
2. Dismount to the ground. 
3. Sit in a safe and secure position in the saddle. 
4. Hold the reins correctly. 
5. Ride from halt to walk in a straight line. 
6. Ride from walk to halt in a straight line. 
7. Tell me why a pony should stand still to be mounted. 
8. Tell me why you should not ride too close to other 

ponies. 
9. Tell me why it is safer to ride on the road with an 

adult. 
10. Tell me which side of the road you should ride on.  

Riding and Road Sense 

To pass this award you need to be able to: 
 
1. Approach a pony safely and give them a pat. 
2. Untie a quick release knot 
3. Remove a headcollar 
4. Name some colours of ponies, be able to identify, Bay 

Chestnut, Grey, Skewbald, Piebald, Palomino and Dun. 
5. Check if a girth is tight enough to mount safely 
6. Pull down the stirrups before mounting
